5. Information Collected Through Technology 
We or our third-party service providers may collect information from visitors to the Website 
regarding the referring URL, your IP address, which browser you used to come to the 
Website, information regarding your domain server, the country, state and telephone area 
code where your server is located, your type of computer, timestamp data and the pages 
of the Website that you viewed during your visit. Some of this information is gathered 
through the following technologies:

We will generally 
respond to your complaint within a week.  
 
If your complaint requires more detailed consideration or investigation, we will 
acknowledge receipt of your complaint within a week and endeavour to complete our 
investigation into your complaint promptly. We may ask you to provide further information 
about your complaint and the outcome you are seeking. We will then typically gather 
relevant facts, locate and review relevant documents and speak with individuals involved. 
In most cases, we will investigate and respond to a complaint within 30 days of receipt of 
the complaint. If the matter is more complex or our investigation may take longer, we will 
let you know. 
 
If you are not satisfied with our response to your complaint, or you consider that we may 
have breached the Australian Privacy Principles or the Privacy Act, a complaint may be 
made to the Office of the Australian Information Commissioner. The Office of the Australian 
Information Commissioner can be contacted by telephone on 1300 363 992 or by using the 
contact details on the website www.oaic.gov.au.
